Rules of International Project
1. General charters

1.1. These rules determine the organization of the International Project (further — Project),
requirements, participation and awarding of the participants.
1.2.  The Project is organized by MCAS RAA.
1.3. The Project is included into the International multicultural educational foresight initiative
“The world in the cultural dialogue” (Certificate Ne98 issued 24.01.2024) The initiative works
under the Patriotic education of young people with the International relations Presidential
Council in the Russian Federation.
1.4.  Organization committee is formed of the school-participants.
1.5.  The information of the project is published atwww.art-lyceum.ru

2. Aims of the Project
2.1. The Project aims at supporting talented art students and popularize the school.
2.2. The Project tasks:
— to provide the environment for cultural exchange,
— to stimulate artistic and intellectual skills of the students,
— to create opportunities for professional exchange for the teachers,
— to form aesthetic, moral and national identity of the participants,
— to research cultural aspects of participant countries,
— to raise the interest for historic, artistic and cultural heritage of the countries.

3. Regulatory charters
3.1. The participants aged above 14 y.o., their teachers of Art, foreign language, literature,
philosophy and history, members of cultural society and Art experts.
3.2. The recommended level of English on the CEFR is B1.
3.3. The dates and the plan of the Project are provided every year by MCAS.
3.4. Format: online and offline (final exhibition).
3.5. The topic for the research is chosen and suggested annually. The information about the
topic, dates, the invitation to the seminars is shared via e-mails.
3.6. The research of the topic consists of two parts: theoretical and practical.
3.6.1. Theoretical part includes material collection, discussion with teacher-curators, compiling
of presentation visuals on the topic, group discussion.
3.6.2. Practical part includes creating an artwork relevant for the topic, which is annually offered
by MCAS. The artwork participates in the final exhibition. After the exhibition MCAS provides
a catalogue on the Project. Artworks participate in the exhibition in the original form or in the
form of a digital copy. The artwork may be completed by a group of students.
3.6.3. The author art works sent for the exhibition in the form of a digital copy should be
photographed without distortions with a steady source of light (daylight is recommended, as well
as electric light of good quality) or scanned. File format: jpg, png not more than 5 Mb.
3.7. School-participants determine the criteria of the artworks on their own, the only requirement
from MCAS is relevance to the topic of the Project.
3.8. The author works should be original, possess original author’s idea, no plagiarism accepted.
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3.9. The artworks sent to MCAS for the exhibition is sent for the sender’s funds. If school-
participant cannot send the original artworks, digital copies are accepted.
3.10. Any art materials can be used for artworks.

3.11. Participant art works can be used by MCAS in non-commercial use (booklets,
advertisements, pictures for socialmedia).

4. The topic of the Project.

4.1. The topic should be up-to-date, actual, excluding any political, racial, international or any
religious conflicting questions.
4.2. 2024 topic is “Cultural code of my country”.

5. The committee of organizers.

5.1. General management is under The Organization committee.

5.2. All teacher-participants and invited experts are included in the committee.
5.3. The results of the practical part are drawn at the final exhibition. The results of the research
and educational effects are discussed at the final videoconference.
5.4. The participants are awarded a participation certificate and a copy of exhibition catalogue.
5.5. The committee does not hold responsibility for the misinformation of the participants.

5.6. The committee determines the time and dates of the final exhibition.
